The regular meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Retzloff at 1:00 p.m.

The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Board Chaplain, Ken Kraft offered invocation.

Moved by Commissioner McCrackin, supported by Commissioner Caris to approve the March 13, 2006, regular meeting minutes as written.   Motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Baker, supported by Commissioner Walker to award the Montcalm County recycling contract to Goodwill Industries in the amount not to exceed $125,000 annually with the Montcalm County Commissioner to negotiate a contract.  Motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Baker, supported by Commissioner Petersen to place the March 23, 2006 Solid Waste Management Planning Committee on file.  Motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Johansen, supported by Commissioner Petersen to refer to the Finance Committee the Sheriff proposal option #4, which will help the Sheriff attain 24 hour road patrol coverage, and to do a feasibility of starting option #4 on June 1, 2006.  Motion carried. 
Moved by Commissioner Johansen, supported by Commissioner Petersen to place the March 27, 2006 Law Enforcement and Courts Committee minutes on file.  Motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner  Caris, supported by Commissioner Johansen to allow the Register of Deeds to hire a temporary employee with cost not to exceed $1,200 with money to come from the Service Contract line item 12682-89000.  Motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Caris, supported by Commissioner Baker to approve the line item transfer within the jail maintenance budget in the amount of $1,080 from Health Services Nurse (13512-802002) and $1,000 from Maintenance line item (12652-930000) to Equipment Repair (13512-931000) to fund the addition of these two items.  The walk in refrigerator and freezer and the sewer grinder to be hooked up to the emergency power generator.  Motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Caris, supported by Commissioner Walker to allow Commission on Aging to eliminate the Direct Services Coordinator position, increase the current Adult Day Care Aide’s hours by 4 hours per week, decreasing the hours of the current receptionist by 16 hours per week and to hire a new Administrative Aide for 16 hours per week at a beginning wage of $12.48 per hour with a classification of permanent part-time.  Motion carried. 

Moved by Commissioner Caris, supported by Commissioner McCrackin to adopt the new investment policy as presented by the Finance Officer.  Motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Caris, supported by Commissioner McCrackin to accept the recommendation of the EMS Director to upgrade the EOC with purchases totaling $24,701.52 with $17,312.28 coming from Homeland Security Funds and $7,389.24 from a supplemental appropriation from the General Fund and acknowledges as full disclosure that Jerry’s Wood Shop is owned and operated by Jerry McCoy, EMS Director and that no material conflict exists per the County’s Conflict of Interest Policy dated March 24, 1999.  Motion carried with Commissioner Walker voting no.

Moved by Commissioner Caris, supported by Commissioner Johansen to reject  Mid-Michigan Vending’s proposal  for the EOC upgrade which offers  a free coffee machine with coffee purchase.  Motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Caris, supported by Commissioner Johansen to allow the Sheriff’s Department to be ab le to purchase a detective vehicle from Bollinger’s for a 2006 Dodge Charger in the amount of $18,279.  Motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Caris, supported by Commissioner Johansen to allow the Sheriff’s Department to be able to purchase a 2006 Ford Expedition in lieu of a patrol car from Ed Koehn in the amount of $23,872.96.   Motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Caris, supported by Commissioner McCrackin to pay the claims on warrant 032706 in the amount of $354,829.07.  Motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Caris, supported by Commissioner Petersen to place the March 27, 2006, Finance and Personnel Committee minutes on file.   Motion carried.
