NEW BUSINESS

New Surcharge:
Troyer reminded the Committee that the MPSC failed to approve the surcharge that Montcalm County applied for and was recommended to the MPSC by the Emergency Telephone Service Committee.  Troyer advised the committee that MCCDA has signed on with the mass action lawsuit that Attorney Doug VanEssen is leading.  Montcalm is one of twenty-one counties on board with the lawsuit.  The next step is to file the motion with the State Court of Appeals.
Media Policy:
Troyer advised the Committee that several persons (media relations) have contacted him in reference to our media policy and are asking that we release just basic information when they call us.  Troyer further advised he is in support of keeping the policy the same.  Ouwinga advised that she thinks the policy should remain as is also because otherwise if we start releasing additional information, then the media will be calling us even more.  Feldpausch advised he thinks that any other information should come from the Agency in Command.  No information should be given to the media by Central Dispatch unless advised to do so by the Incident Commander. Troyer advised the Committee that the media policy will remain as is.
