Clark Newell motioned to approve the agenda as submitted with support from Brian Waber.  Motion approved.

Charles Shayler motioned to approve the July 11th minutes as presented with support from Clark Newell.  Motion approved. 

Public comments: Offered, none received. 

MCFA:  Newell reported the next Fire Chiefs meeting is Aug 17th.  At their last meeting discussion took place regarding Dispatchers having ID numbers and announcing them during a fire incident dispatch.  Richard responded that all Dispatchers have employee numbers and they give them to alarm companies when requested.  It would be permissible to ask for them when times are requested, not during the original dispatch. 

Police Chief Report:  Chief Shayler said he had no report. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Traffic Enforcement: Sgt Waber reminded of the OWI enforcement over the Labor Day weekend.

Heartland Trail Markers:  Jerry McCoy brought in a DVD along with a handout on degree markings for the Heartland Trail that Mr Stearns had given him.  Items handed over to Richard to view and incorporate into the mapping system.

Charles Shayler made a motion to add the following pickup radius wording to the policy.

Felony warrants will be entered using extradite 21:YES. Pick up radius: 22:6. 

In remarks 41: No ex for NCIC purposes only. 

Misdemeanor warrants, Pick up radius will be determined by individual police agencies.

Bench warrants (Court FTA) will be entered using pick up radius: 22:2. (50 miles)

Probation violation warrants and juvenile pick up orders will be entered as 22:6. (statewide). Motion seconded by Clark Newell, motion approved.  Policy updates approved.

 Other Old business:  Richard gave an update on the hiring of the new Director.  Advised interviews are taking place Aug 23rd.  They have 6 finalist, 3 from out of state and 3 from Michigan.

NEW BUSINESS

Homeland Security Grant:  Richard advised that the Authority Board approved funds to go ahead with the Central Dispatch portion for the purchase of the AVL’s.  The Board also approved purchase for a 40 or 42” television in dispatch for viewing when the EOC is activated.   

Discussion occurred with the decision of the Stanton City sewer alarm ringing into dispatch.   Jerry McCoy made a motion, “The TAC Board does not support any additional alarms ringing into dispatch.”  Clark Newell seconded.  Motion carried.

Other new business:  Dave Feldpausch reported he had not received any complaints regarding dispatch.  He also presented charts to indicate Med 1 calls have decreased 

over the past 6 years.  He praised ECO’s for doing a good job prioritizing calls.

No other new business: Jerry McCoy made motion to adjourn.  Clark Newell seconded. 

Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 10:30.  Next meeting scheduled for Sep 12, 2006.
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
