Richard mentioned that the Authority Board had approved the DNR request to add our 59F911 and 59COM frequencies to their radios.

Mobile Data Computers: Sgt. Waber advised that the road patrols would be going through training from Core technology. Absent a formal policy regarding use of the MDC’s, it was suggested that ECO’s make sure they sign off when away from their stations. 

Homeland Security Grant: Richard commented that the TV is on order for the EOC connections, also the generator for the hill has been approved by the Authority Board.

Discussion took place about the availability and costs associated to the modems for the AVL’s.

Waber advised that Dep Snyder and Kendra Beard from the Sheriffs office were attending a school today and he will have a report for us at the next TAC Board meeting.
