  EUREKA CHARTER TOWNSHIP BOARD MINUTES

MONDAY, NOVEMBER 10, 2008
Supervisor Les Lillie at the Eureka Township Hall, 9322 S. Greenville Road, Greenville, MI, called the Regular Meeting of the Eureka Charter Township Board to order on November 10, 2008, at 7:00 pm.  After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call found the following Board Members present:  Supervisor Les Lillie, Clerk Linda Ruwersma, Treasurer Cindy Hanson, Trustees Rodney Roy, Robert Mulholland, Brian Zayler, and Laura Shears. These minutes will not be approved until the December 8, 2008 Regular Board Meeting.  Approximately 21 others were in attendance. The meeting was audio taped.
At the First Public Comment, Township resident, John Norton, asked the Board if he could use the Township Hall for a Thanksgiving Dinner on Saturday, November 29, from noon to 6:00pm.  County commissioner Tom Lindeman reported that a dog census worker is now working in the County and encouraged people to get their dog licenses if needed.  A Private Road Ordinance was approved for other townships that do not have a Private Road Ordinance. Supervisor Lillie introduced Greenville Mayor Ken Snow and Councilperson Lloyd Scooby.
Mr. Roy moved with a second by Mr. Mulholland to approve the Consent Agenda approving the following: the October 13, 2008 Election Minutes and Board Minutes as written, the Treasurer’s Reports as submitted, indicating an ending balance of $434,591.91 as of October 31, 2008, and the monthly bill list with check numbering 10656-10700, totaling $31,989.80.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Also in the consent agenda was the zoning report from Mr. Tom Faussett showing 103.5 hours for the month of October.  Deputies John Hannon and Michael Kotenko were assigned to Eureka Township for the month and the sheriff report showed a total of 3,301 patrol miles, with 258 patrol hours, 34 traffic stops, 9 traffic citations, 87 property inspections, and 2 arrests.  A fire report showed 2 calls for the month. The Greenville Transit report for October was included and there were 6 permits issued for Eureka Township by Montcalm County in September.  There was no Flat River Library report.
The Budget Public Hearing was opened at 7:05 pm.  Supervisor Lillie read through the 2009 Proposed Budget and asked for public comment.  With none he closed the hearing at 7:10 pm.  The Board Discussed the Budget until 7:22 pm and made a few changes concerning the Road Improvement Fund.  This line item was changed from $125,000.00 to $92,400.00, creating a new line item called Law Enforcement Fund for $32,600.00.

The next Montcalm Township Association Meeting/Dinner hosted by Fairplain and Montcalm Townships will be held on Tuesday, November 18, 2008, at 7:00 pm, at the Settlement Lutheran Church in Gowen.  Pat McCall from the Michigan State Tax Commission will be the guest speaker.
Mrs. Shears moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to approve the 2009 Proposed Budget as presented with changes.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Tracy Pritchard from the Montcalm County Remonumentation Program was present to help the Board decide on the corners to be donated by Eureka Township for 2009.  If the Township purchases two corners, four corners will be donated by the State and the Remonumentation Program.  The six corners decided on were: 5J, 5K, 5L, 6J, 6K, and 7J.
Mr. Zayler moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to approve a Joint Developmental Agreement Plan as presented between the City of Greenville and Eureka Township.  The plan is a provision in the Annexation Agreement between Eureka Charter Township and the City of Greenville concerning the Walmart Property.  The City Council approved the agreement Tuesday, November 4, at their meeting.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried. 

Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to rescind the motion made at the meeting last month approving the line painting contract with the RCMC. Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to contract with the RCMC for centerline and edge line painting on Township roads and thermoplastics on Satterlee Road for a total of $5,471.00, with the projects to be completed yet this year. Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to contract with the RCMC for the following: Three applications of chloride on local roads at a rate of 1,650 gallons per mile on 22.06 miles @ $.145 per gallon, totaling $15,834.00.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mr. Zayler to purchase three office chairs and furniture for three offices from SOS Office Supplies, not to exceed $5,500.00. Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to place a moratorium on fines regarding real estate signs in Eureka Township for the next six months giving the Planning Commission time to update the ordinance concerning signs.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to allow up to three Board Members to attend the MTA new officials training in December.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to approve Neal Miller to purchase the Radio Shack two-line cordless phone from the Assessor’s office for $10.00. Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.
The next Transportation Meeting will be at the Eureka Township Hall on Thursday, December 4, 2008, at 6:30 pm.  Newly elected Supervisor Laura Shears will take the place of Supervisor Les Lillie at the meeting.

The Township Cleanup Days for 2009 will be Saturdays, May 9 and September 12.

During the second Public Comment Mayor Ken Snow thanked Mr. Lillie for his cooperation with the City during his term as Supervisor.
Treasurer Hanson announced that Chemical Bank will waive the early withdrawal fee for the Township to cash in the present CD.  She also announced she needs software for her newly purchased computer.
Supervisor Lillie mentioned that Secretary Deb Carnahan negotiated with AT&T and got $100.00 knocked off the telephone bill each month for the next year.  A copy of the prospective Road Projects for 2009 was given to the Board.  A Profit and Loss was also distributed. The Board also discussed the options for equaling the size of its two precincts, whether to create a third precinct or establish new boundaries for the present two.
Mr. Lillie adjourned the meeting at approximately 8:45 pm.
