  EUREKA CHARTER TOWNSHIP BOARD MINUTES

MONDAY, JANUARY 14, 2008
Supervisor Les Lillie at the Eureka Township Hall, 9322 S. Greenville Road, Greenville, MI, called the Regular Meeting of the Eureka Charter Township Board to order on January 14, 2008, at 7:00 pm.  After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call found the following Board Members present:  Supervisor Les Lillie, Clerk Linda Ruwersma, Treasurer Cindy Hanson, Trustees Rodney Roy, Robert Mulholland, and Laura Shears.  Trustee Amilio Kalmeta was late, arriving at 8:15 pm. These minutes will not be approved until the February 11, 2008 Board Meeting. Approximately 15 others were in attendance. The meeting was audio taped.
At the First Public Comment Supervisor Lillie introduced the newest Greenville City Councilmember Corey Smith, from the City of Greenville.  The Honorable Charles H. Miel stood from the audience and introduced Suzanne Hoseth Kreeger, nominee for 8th Judicial Circuit Judge.  She spoke for a few minutes and answered questions.  Also there were concerns about the Greenville Transit System which will be discussed later in the meeting.
Mr. Roy moved with a second by Mrs. Shears to approve the consent agenda.  Ayes: 6.  Nays: 0.  Motion carried.
In the consent agenda the Regular Board Meeting Minutes from December 10, 2007, were approved as written along with the Election minutes. The Treasurer’s Report was approved as submitted, indicating an ending balance of $413,685.21 as of December 31, 2007.  The monthly bills with check numbers 10164-10219, totaling $35,968.09 were also approved. 
Also in the consent agenda was the zoning report from Mr. Tom Faussett showing 76.5 hours with one special use permit being approved. The December 19, 2007 Planning Commission Meeting Minutes were also reviewed.  Deputies Kevin Germain, Stephanie Clark, and Andy Doezema were assigned to Eureka Township for the month of December.  The sheriff report showed a total of 3,949 patrol miles, with 331 patrol hours, 34 traffic stops, 16 traffic citations, 63 property inspections, and 6 arrests.  A fire report showed 6 calls for the month of December.  There was no Flat River Library report.
The next Montcalm Township Association Meeting/Dinner hosted by Reynolds and Winfield Townships will be held on Tuesday, January 22, 2008, at 7:00 pm.
Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to approve the 2008 Fee Schedule with changes.  An approved copy will be available at the February Meeting.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried.  There was some discussion about the fee for the Ordinance book.  It was recommended by Trustee Shears not to charge so much if the Ordinance Book is not appropriate to put on line because of being outdated.  The fees were adjusted and the Ordinances will be reviewed individually.
Mr. Mulholland moved with a second by Mr. Roy to approve the following banks for Eureka Township for 2008: Fifth Third Bank, Greenville Community Bank, Huntington Bank, Isabella Bank & Trust, NBI Class Fund, and Chemical Bank Montcalm.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to approve the following attorneys for legal counsel for Eureka Township for 2008:  Mr. Richard Palmer, Mr. Jim Thrall, and Mr. John Bauckham. Motion carried.

Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to approve the second Monday of each month at 7:00 pm as the meeting time for Eureka Township Regular Board Meetings, at the Eureka Township Hall, 9322 S. Greenville Road. Motion carried.

Mrs. Shears moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to approve Linda Ruwersma to clean the Township hall and First Choice Lawn Care for snow removal at the hall for 2008.  Motion carried.

After some discussion about opening the lawn care up for bids, Mrs. Shears moved, with a second by Mrs. Ruwersma to appoint Mr. Jon Kooi to continue with lawn care at the Eureka Township Cemetery and Township hall for 2008.  Motion carried.

Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to approve HANC to conduct the audit for 2007.  Motion carried. 
Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to approve the General Appropriations Act for 2008.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

The Board decided to review and possibly amend Ordinances #21, #27, #28, and #45 at a later date.

During the Greenville Transit update it was reported that Eureka Township had 300 rides for December.  $1,000.00 has been donated for the Transit System for 2008 and an anonymous donor will pledge $6,000.00 if another $5,000.00 is donated.  There was much discussion about trying to place the issue for a county wide transit system on a ballot for the August or November election.
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to transfer up to $5,000.00 from the General Fund Balance for the Greenville Transit System for 2008.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Trustee Amilio Kalmeta arrived at this time being 8:15 pm.

There was some discussion about the Township Hall addition.  The Board agreed to wait on bids before transferring money from the General Fund Balance for the Township Hall addition.  It seems there is not enough set aside to complete the hall with the current plans.  The auditor said we had an ample amount in the General Fund if we would like to transfer $30,000.00 to complete the hall.

Fire-Cindy Hanson and Les Lillie

Ordinances-Rod Roy, Linda Ruwersma, and Tom Faussett

Election- Linda Ruwersma, Amilio Kalmeta, and Laura Shears
Laura Shears, Tom Faussett, Duane Putnam, and Rodney Roy will continue being on the Building Committee until the building project is complete.

Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to pay $35.00 for any Board of Review member and the Assessor Linda Miller to attend the 2008 Board of Review Training at Sidney Township Hall on February 2, 2008. Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Nothing was brought up during the second Public Comment.
Mrs. Hanson and Mrs. Ruwersma thanked the Board for sending them to the 2008 MTA Convention in Detroit earlier in the month.

Mr. Lillie adjourned the meeting at approximately 8:34 pm.
