  EUREKA CHARTER TOWNSHIP BOARD MINUTES

MONDAY, FEBRUARY 11, 2008
Supervisor Les Lillie at the Eureka Township Hall, 9322 S. Greenville Road, Greenville, MI, called the Regular Meeting of the Eureka Charter Township Board to order on February 11, 2008, at 7:00 pm.  After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call found the following Board Members present:  Supervisor Les Lillie, Clerk Linda Ruwersma, Treasurer Cindy Hanson, Trustees Rodney Roy, Robert Mulholland, and Laura Shears.  Trustee Amilio Kalmeta was absent. These minutes will not be approved until the March 10, 2008 Board Meeting.  Approximately 11 others were in attendance. The meeting was audio taped.
At the First Public Comment, Supervisor Lillie introduced Greenville City Councilmember Corey Smith. 
Mr. Roy moved with a second by Mrs. Shears to approve the consent agenda.  Ayes: 6.  Nays: 0.  Motion carried.
In the consent agenda the Regular Board Meeting Minutes from January 14, 2008, were approved as written. The Treasurer’s Report was approved as submitted, indicating an ending balance of $420,693.63 as of January 31, 2008.  The monthly bills with check numbers 10220-10265, omitting check # 10232, and totaling $25,620.86 were also approved.  Also in the consent agenda was the zoning report from Mr. Tom Faussett showing 95 hours for the month.  At the January 16 Planning Commission Meeting the PC Board elected to grant Duane Putnam the authority to hire a professional planner for a not to exceed price of $1,600.00 to look at the Eureka Township master plan.  Deputies Kevin Germain and Stephanie Clark were assigned to Eureka Township for the month of January.  The sheriff report showed a total of 2,724 patrol miles, with 250 patrol hours, 31 traffic stops, 15 traffic citations, 72 property inspections, and 7 arrests.  A fire report showed 5 calls for the month of January.  During the Greenville Transit update it was reported that Eureka Township had 326 rides for January.  

During the Flat River Library report, Representative Cindy Lillie reported that the penal fines for December were $31,099.00 and the Patron Plan received $2,475.00 through December.  The library is thinking about beginning a new teen program called the Skateboarders.
The next Montcalm Township Association Meeting/Dinner hosted by Day and Ferris Townships will be held on Tuesday, February 19, 2008, at 7:00 pm at the Back In Time Restaurant in Vestaburg, with Mark Christensen as the speaker.
First Lt. Steve Rains, Commander of the Michigan State Police Post in Lakeview, presented the Board with police activity in the Montcalm townships for the past few years.  He also informed the Board that the Lakeview post opened an office at the Sheridan Village Hall, allowing them to provide better police coverage to the townships in the lower half of Montcalm County.

The Board discussed Ordinances #22, #28, and #45 and made some changes to the copies distributed by Zoning Administrator Tom Faussett.  Supervisor Lillie will send these on to Attorney John Lohrstorfer for review and the Board will discuss the ordinances again next month.
The next Building Committee Meeting will be held Thursday, February 21, 2008, with Andrus Architecture to discuss the final construction documents and decide on a bidding window for the project.  The committee will report back in March.
A Public Hearing was set for Monday, March 3, 2008, at 6:30 pm at the Flat River Community Library Stafford Room for the residents in the Greenville West Drain district to discuss the cost apportionment.
Supervisor Lillie discussed with the Board about a 3-day trip to Kentucky for Brian Blomstrom and he to inspect the fire truck purchased from Summit Fire Apparatus, Inc.  There was some concern about having Summit take care of the lodging for the two.  This will be checked into and details for the trip will be decided next month. 
Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mrs. Mulholland to approve the proposal to prepare a Joint Plan for the “Adjoining Parcels” as described in the Urban Cooperation and 425 Agreement between the City of Greenville and Eureka Charter Township prepared by Main Street Planning Company.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried. 

During the second Public Comment a resident complained about snowmobiles driving across his property.
Treasurer Hanson reported that the auction for the Rydahl Gravel Pit Industry is scheduled for sometime in March.  She also distributed a credit Card Policy for the Board to look over to discuss next month.
Mr. Lillie adjourned the meeting at approximately 8:24 pm.
