  EUREKA CHARTER TOWNSHIP BOARD MINUTES

MONDAY, MARCH 10, 2008
Supervisor Les Lillie at the Eureka Township Hall, 9322 S. Greenville Road, Greenville, MI, called the Regular Meeting of the Eureka Charter Township Board to order on March 10, 2008, at 7:00 pm.  After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call found the following Board Members present:  Supervisor Les Lillie, Clerk Linda Ruwersma, Treasurer Cindy Hanson, Trustees Rodney Roy, Robert Mulholland, and Laura Shears.  Trustee Amilio Kalmeta was late arriving at 8:03 pm. These minutes will not be approved until the April 14, 2008 Board Meeting.  Approximately 10 others were in attendance. The meeting was audio taped.
At the First Public Comment, Supervisor Lillie introduced Greenville City Councilmember Larry Moss. 
Mr. Roy moved with a second by Mrs. Shears to approve the consent agenda.  Ayes: 6.  Nays: 0.  Motion carried.
In the consent agenda the Regular Board Meeting Minutes from February 11, 2008, were approved as written. The Treasurer’s Report was approved as submitted, indicating an ending balance of $387,903.13 as of February 29, 2008.  The monthly bill list with check numbers 10266-10307, totaling $63,775.68 was also approved.  
Also in the consent agenda was the zoning report from Mr. Tom Faussett showing 95.5 hours for the month.  Deputies Kevin Germain and Stephanie Clark were assigned to Eureka Township for the month of February.  The sheriff report showed a total of 1,740 patrol miles, with 154 patrol hours, 24 traffic stops, 5 traffic citations, 44 property inspections, and 3 arrests.  A fire report showed 5 calls for the month of February.  The amount of rides for February for the Greenville Transit was not available.
During the Flat River Library report, Representative Cindy Lillie reported that the penal fines were not available and Priority Health was chosen as their insurance carrier. To conserve energy and money the library staff will turn off unused electrical consumers at the end of each day.
The next Montcalm Township Association Meeting/Dinner hosted by Home and Richland Townships will be held on Tuesday, March 18, 2008, at 7:00 pm at the Vestaburg Church of Christ with Lt. Steve Raines from the Lakeview State Police Post as the speaker.
Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to contract with the RCMC to Salt stabilize Berridge Road  from Fenwick Road to South County Line Road (2.5 miles) for $4,600.00 and also to Salt stabilize South County Line Road from M91 to Berridge Road (2.5 miles) for $4,600.00, for a total of $9,200.00.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried. 

Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Roy for Mr. Lillie to abstain from voting on the upcoming trip to Kentucky for the Supervisor. Motion carried.
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mr. Roy for Supervisor Lillie to go to Kentucky April 15, 16, 17, 2008, to pick up the fire truck that the Township purchased from Summit Fire Apparatus, Inc. and for Township to pay for gasoline and meals on the way down and back.  Summit will take care of a rental car, lodging, and meals while Mr. Lillie is in Kentucky.  Ayes: 5. Nays: 0. Motion carried. 

Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland for Township to purchase a transfer pump for fire truck for $5,000.00, with the money coming from the fire sinking fund. Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried.
Mrs. Shears moved, with a second by Mrs. Hanson for Township to purchase a radio for the fire truck for $670.55 with the money coming from the fire sinking fund. Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Mrs. Shears moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to approve a resolution to remove Walmart from the Township Apportionment rolls for the Greenville West Drain per annexation agreement.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried. 

Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to approve the new Poverty Exemption Guidelines for Eureka Township. Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried. 

Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mr. Roy for the Board to set a Public Hearing for Monday, April 7, 2008, at 6:30 pm at the Flat River Community Library Stafford Room for the residents in the Greenville West Drain district to discuss the cost apportionment. Motion carried.
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mrs. Hanson to amend Ordinance 79, Light Industrial, Section 11, page 12, to add ‘T.  Warehousing, light processing, repackaging and distribution businesses’ and the wording. Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried.
Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to approve Amendment 25 titled Outdoor and Open Burning for Eureka Charter Township as presented with changes.  The burner will be required to call Central Dispatch and Mr. Tom Faussett will issue a no fee burning permit.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried.
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to rescind Ordinance #21 titled Disposal of Garbage, Refuse, or Trash because the current zoning is not needed and is obsolete with the DEQ.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

During the second Public Comment Mr. Tom Lindeman announced his running for District #2 County Commissioner in the August Primary.

Clerk Ruwersma announced that the Affidavit of Identity and Nominating Petitions are available for the August Primary Election.  Treasurer Hanson will attend the March 18 City Council Meeting and will bring the Credit Card Policy to next month’s meeting.
Supervisor Lillie notified the Board that Mr. Bud Playter is in violation with the DEQ for putting fill within a regulated wetland.

Trustee Amilio Kalmeta arrived at 8:03 pm and announced his resignation as Eureka Township Trustee to the Board, which will be effective at the end of tonight’s meeting.
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to accept Trustee Kalmeta’s resignation with regret.  Motion carried.  The Board thanked Trustee Kalmeta for his dedicated years of service and especially for his involvement in the Township’s Cleanup Day.
A Special Meeting was set April 14, 2008, before the Board Meeting at 6:30 pm to conduct interviews to fill the position of Eureka Township Trustee.
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to advertise in the Daily News and on the local cable channel for the vacant position of Eureka Township Trustee.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 1, Lillie.  Motion carried. 
Mr. Lillie adjourned the meeting at approximately 8:18 pm.
