  EUREKA CHARTER TOWNSHIP BOARD MINUTES

MONDAY, APRIL 14, 2008
Supervisor Les Lillie at the Eureka Township Hall, 9322 S. Greenville Road, Greenville, MI, called the Regular Meeting of the Eureka Charter Township Board to order on April 14, 2008, at 7:00 pm.  The Pledge of Allegiance and roll call was done at the previous Special Meeting and found the following Board Members present:  Supervisor Les Lillie, Clerk Linda Ruwersma, Treasurer Cindy Hanson, Trustees Rodney Roy, Robert Mulholland, and Laura Shears.  Trustee Amilio Kalmeta resigned as Trustee on March 10, 2008, and the vacancy will be filled during this meeting. These minutes will not be approved until the May 12, 2008 Board Meeting.  Approximately 11 others were in attendance. The meeting was audio taped.
At the First Public Comment, Supervisor Lillie introduced Greenville City Councilmember Lloyd Scoby. 
Mr. Roy moved with a second by Mr. Mulholland to approve the April consent agenda.  Ayes: 6.  Nays: 0.  Motion carried.
In the consent agenda the Regular Board Meeting Minutes from March 10, 2008, were approved as written. The Treasurer’s Report was approved as submitted, indicating an ending balance of $365,298.47 as of March 31, 2008.  The monthly bill list with check numbers 10308-10360 totaling $45,680.55 was also approved.  
Also in the consent agenda was the zoning report from Mr. Tom Faussett showing 104 hours for the month.  Deputies Kevin Germain, Stephanie Clark, Myers, and Schafer were assigned to Eureka Township for the month of March.  The sheriff report showed a total of 2,900 patrol miles, with 263 patrol hours, 57 traffic stops, 27 traffic citations, 50 property inspections, and 10 arrests.  A fire report showed 2 calls for the month of March.  The amount of rides for March for the Greenville Transit was 311.
During the Flat River Library report, Representative Ann Roberts reported that additional donations for the summer reading program were given by the Friends of the Library.  At the April 9 Meeting, bids for a roof replacement were discussed.  There was much discussion about the electric, the boiler, and roof problems.  The library is going to do what it takes to take care of the problems.
The next Montcalm Township Association Meeting/Dinner hosted by Montcalm Township will be held on Tuesday, April 15, 2008, at 7:00 pm at the Montcalm Township Hall.  This will be the Annual meeting.
A paper ballot vote was conducted to appoint the new Eureka Township Trustee.  Brian Zayler received 4 votes, Ann Roberts one vote, Jon Town one vote, and Elaine Pendrick with no votes.  Mr. Brian Zayler was sworn into office and took his seat at the table as acting Trustee.
Mrs. Shears moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to adopt the Credit Card Policy for Eureka Township with the changes presented. Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to contract with the RCMC to gravel resurface Berridge Road from South County Line Road north to existing pavement 

(1.8 miles), splitting cost with the Road Commission, for a Township total of $11,693.00.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried. 

Cleanup Day for the Township is scheduled for Saturday, May 10, 2008, 9am-3pm.  Supervisor asked if the Trustees would volunteers to take care of one cleanup day each year.  Trustees Mulholland and Roy volunteered for Saturday, May 10, 2008, and Trustees Shears and Zayler, Saturday, September 13, 2008.  Mr. Lillie will take care of ordering the dumpsters.

Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mrs. Hanson to table the discussion about the alarm system for the hall.  Two systems were discussed during the meeting; ADT and EPS.  The Board is still undecided about using the card system or the keypad system.  Motion carried.

Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to pass a resolution for a Lease-Purchase Agreement for Eureka Township naming Leasing 2, Inc. as the leasing company for the fire truck. Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.  A resolution was passed in July with only the dollar amount listed.
Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to change the Monthly Board Meeting places and times for Mondays, June 9, 2008, July 14, 2008, and August 11, 2008, to the Flat River Community Library Stafford Room at 6:30 pm, if the Township Hall is under construction.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.  Duane Putnam will check with the Planning Commission about moving the location for the Planning Commission meetings.
Nothing was said at the Second Public Comment.

Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to make the final Budget line adjustments for 2007 with the following entries:

Construction bids were given out for the Board to review for the April 21 Special Meeting when the Board will award the bid for the Township Hall addition.

Another Special Drain Meeting will be held at the Township Hall on Monday, May 5, 2008, at 6:30 pm.
Mr. Tom Lindeman was appointed today to the position of Montcalm County Commissioner for District #2, replacing Dan Peterman who recently resigned from the position.  He reported that Hazardous Waste can be dropped off at the Road Commission in Stanton on Saturday, July 26, 2008.

Supervisor Lillie reported that Deputy John Hannon will be replacing Deputy Stephanie Clark in Eureka Township.  Trustee Shears will take care of having Deputy Hannon’s name put on the Sheriff sign out in front of the Hall.

Newly appointed Trustee Brian Zayler agreed to be on the Township Road Committee with Supervisor Lillie.

After the Board welcomed Mr. Brian Zayler to the Board, Mr. Lillie adjourned the meeting at approximately 8:52 pm.
