`EUREKA CHARTER TOWNSHIP BOARD MINUTES

MONDAY, APRIL 9, 2007
Supervisor Les Lillie at the Eureka Township Hall, 9322 S. Greenville Road, Greenville, MI, called the Regular Meeting of the Eureka Charter Township Board to order on April 9, 2007, at 7:00 p.m.  After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call found the following Board Members present:  Supervisor Les Lillie, Clerk Linda Ruwersma, Treasurer Cindy Hanson, Trustees Rodney Roy and Robert Mulholland.   Trustee Amilio Kalmeta was absent and Trustee Laura Shears arrived at 7:05 pm.  These minutes will not be approved until the May 14, 2007 Board Meeting.  Approximately 10 others were in attendance.  

Supervisor Lillie introduced Mayor Pro Tem John Hoppough from the City of Greenville.

During the first Public Comment, Richard Ensing, a representative from the Wildwood Association, requested a light at the corner of Wildwood and Youngman Roads.  The Board decided in the past it would be too expensive to have the light installed, but Supervisor Lillie will check into this again.  
Trustee Shears arrived.

The Regular Board Meeting Minutes from March 12, 2007, were approved as written.  The Treasurer’s Report was approved as submitted, indicating an ending balance of $672,907.62 as of March 31, 2007.    

Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to pay the monthly bills with check numbers 9735-9786, totaling $72,283.52.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried.  

A Building report showed 118 hours for the Building Department, 140.75 hours for zoning and planning, and 88.25 hours for code enforcement by Mr. Gary Stump for the month of March.  There was much discussion about the hours indicated by Mr. Stump, including being paid for attending the Board Meetings.  Supervisor Lillie will request Mr. Stump to attend the next meeting to discuss these issues.
Deputy Kevin Germain, Deputy Rob McVey, and Sgt. Brian Waber were assigned to Eureka Township for the month of March.  The sheriff report showed a total of 3,052 patrol miles, with 245 patrol hours, 46 traffic stops, 19 traffic citations, 80 property inspections, and 5 arrests.  A fire report and transit report were also given for the month of March.
Representative Cindy Lillie gave the Flat River Library report.  It was asked if the Township Board Members could receive the Library minutes before they were approved instead of a month later after they have been approved.  Mrs. Lillie will check into this.
During the Planning Commission report, Trustee Rod Roy explained that the Planning Commission Board is working on each area individually concerning rezoning to prepare for the growth of the township in the next five years.
The next Montcalm Township Association Meeting/Dinner hosted by Montcalm Townships will be held Tuesday, April 17, 2007, 7:00 pm.  This is the annual meeting and all townships are asked to bring an item to auction.
Sheriff William Barnwell gave a list of some possible equipment needs for the Eureka Township Deputies.  Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mrs. Hanson for the Township to donate to the County up to $1,000.00 for an Electro Muscular Disruption Devise, better known as a taser, and up to $200.00 for a digital camera.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried.  The Township will be free of any liability because of the contract with the County for sheriff protection and the equipment will only be used by Eureka Township Deputies.
Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to contract with the RCMC for the 2007 Construction season to place three applications of chloride on a 12’ width of the roads, based on 23.36 miles @ 1,650 GPM @ $.145/gallon, totaling $16,767.  Ayes:  6. Nays: 0.  Motion carried

Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to contract the following seven contracts with the RCMC for the 2007 Construction season:  
1. Salt stabilize Shearer Road from City limits to Wise Road (0.85 miles) for $1,570. 
2. Salt stabilize South County Line Road from M91 to Berridge Road (2.5 miles) for                                  $4,561.

3 Gravel resurface West County Line Road from M57 to Slawson Lake Road (1.25 miles) for a total of $15,419.

4. Gravel resurface Barber Road from West County Line Road to Satterlee Road (1 mile) for a total of $12,335.

5. Split the cost for 2,000 cyd 23A maintenance gravel with the County for a Township          total of $6,100.00 to be used on all local township roads.
6. Place a 250# Bituminous mat on Mason Road at the intersection of M91 (100 foot approach) for a total of $4,480.
7. Place a 250# Bituminous overlay on Woodvale Court Cul-de-sac for a total of $1,910.

Seven road project total 46,375.  Ayes:  6. Nays: 0. Motion carried
The building meeting fell through with Mrs. Fields.  The Building Committee will be meeting again to make a final decision about the building process.
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to approve a resolution to contract with Charter Communications for the Franchise Agreement for 5% and the PEG at 0% support fees.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried. 
At the second Public Comment Terry Shears asked about the size of the fire truck the Township wants to purchase.  There was some discussion on the type, size, and it being a used stainless steel tank.  The goal is to have a water tender put together, not purchase a new one.
The Township clean up day is scheduled for Saturday, May 12, 2007, from 9:00 am to   3:00 pm.  Three or four dumpsters will be located at the Township Hall for large waste items.  Supervisor Lillie will check into the Township possibly receiving credit for the metal collected through a dumpster from Greenville Steel.
There was some discussion about a warning siren for the west end of the township.  This will be checked into.  A profit and loss report was given to the Board.

There was some more discussion about the BS&A Software for the Building Department.  Mr. Stump will be attending a training class on April 19, 2007, to decide the type of software that will be most fitting for the Township.
Mr. Stump was not able to attend the Citizens Planner training classes paid for by the Township.  Through a phone conversation with Supervisor Lillie, Mr. Stump agreed to pay the portion of $40.00 that was not reimbursable.

Mr. Lee Gilman has been appointed to the Planning Commission as a result of the resignation of Planning Commission Member Randy Beard.

Mr. Lillie adjourned the meeting at approximately 9:22 pm.
