  EUREKA CHARTER TOWNSHIP BOARD MINUTES

MONDAY, MAY 12, 2008
Supervisor Les Lillie at the Eureka Township Hall, 9322 S. Greenville Road, Greenville, MI, called the Regular Meeting of the Eureka Charter Township Board to order on May 12, 2008, at 7:00 pm.  After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call found the following Board Members present:  Supervisor Les Lillie, Clerk Linda Ruwersma, Trustees Rodney Roy, Robert Mulholland, Brian Zayler, and Laura Shears.  Treasurer Cindy Hanson was late arriving at 7:10 pm.  These minutes will not be approved until the June 9, 2008 Regular Board Meeting.  Approximately 8 others were in attendance. The meeting was audio taped, but without the usual microphone which was not working properly at the time.
At the First Public Comment, Supervisor Lillie introduced Greenville Mayor Ken Snow.  Tom Lindeman gave the Board a survey to fill out concerning millage for maintenance and operation of ambulance rescue service in Montcalm County. The survey was also about supporting the use of animals from the shelter being traded for the purpose of research.  The Board voted and gave their secret vote to Mr. Lindeman.
Treasurer Cindy Hanson arrived at this time, approximately 7:10 pm.

Mr. Roy moved with a second by Mrs. Shears to approve the consent agenda with corrections to the minutes.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.
In the consent agenda the Special Drain Meeting Minutes from April 7, 2008, the Special Meeting Minutes from April 14, 2008, the Election Meeting and Special Meeting Minutes from April 21, 2008, were all approved as written.  The April 14 Regular Board Meeting Minutes were approved with the phrase “for the fire truck” being added to the end of the first sentence in paragraph thirteen which read: pass a resolution for a Lease-Purchase Agreement for Eureka Township naming Leasing 2, Inc. as the leasing company. The Drain Meeting Minutes from May 5, 2008, were also approved with the word “Farms” added to the fourth paragraph.  The Treasurer’s Report was approved as submitted, indicating an ending balance of $620,969.24 as of April 30, 2008.  The monthly bill list with check numbers 10361-10405, omitting check 10381 totaling $71,380.53 was also approved.  
Also in the consent agenda was the zoning report from Mr. Tom Faussett showing 89 hours for the month.  Deputies Kevin Germain and John Hannon were assigned to Eureka Township for the month of April.  Deputies Hansen, Williams, and Rose also provided patrols to make up hours missed while Deputy Stephanie Clark was off on sick leave the past month.  The sheriff report showed a total of 4,753 patrol miles, with 367 patrol hours, 72 traffic stops, 29 traffic citations, 92 property inspections, and 8 arrests.  A fire report showed 5 calls for the month of April.  The Greenville Transit showed 329 rides for Eureka Township in April.
During the Flat River Library report, Representative Cindy Lillie reported that the penal fines were $33,563.08.  Emily Raven is the new library intern.  There was discussion about the library being open on Sundays and Mrs. Lillie said she would bring it up again at their next meeting.  Supervisor Lillie commented on how he is not happy with the lack of information in the Library Meeting Minutes. 
Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mr. Zayler to approve by a resolution to set the interest rate for the collection of the Special Assessment for the Greenville West Drain District at 3.84% being locked in for 15 years.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried. 

Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to table discussing the Alarm System until next month at the June 9 Board Meeting, pending on information from Jan Lund at Engineered Protection Systems, Inc.  The Board decided it is too costly to install Entry Door Card Access at the Hall.

The next Montcalm Township Association Meeting/Dinner hosted by Maple Valley and Pierson Townships will be held on Tuesday, May 20, 2008, at 7:00 pm at the Settlement Lutheran Church in Gowen, with Speaker Senator Cropsey. 
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to contract with the RCMC the following road projects for the 2008 season:

1.  Install type B-2 concrete curb and gutter at the intersection of Harlow and Youngman Road for a township total of $1,190.00
2.  Place a 165# bituminous overlay on Harlow Road from Youngman Road east to city limits (.30 miles x 30’ wide) for $15,628.00

3.  Place a 165# bituminous overlay on Velma Drive and Durwood Drive (.33 miles x 19’ wide) for $13,570.00
4.  Machine wedge and seal Baker Road from M91 to River Road (.5 mile x 20” wide) for $6,886.00

5.  Place a 165# bituminous overlay on Stakes Road from Baker Road to end of pavement (.80 miles x 20’ wide) for $41,565.00

6.  Install type B-2 concrete curb and gutter at the intersection of Johnson Road and Wise Road and pave approach (100’) Splitting cost of curb and gutter with the Road Commission for a township total of $2,490.00
7.  Install type B-2 concrete curb and gutter at the intersection of Johnson and Harlow Roads and pave approach (275’) for $10,176.00 

for a Township total of $91,505.00.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried. 

Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mrs. Hanson for Trustee Mulholland to abstain from voting on the Wildwood Road Projects.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Abstain: 1, Mulholland. Motion carried.
Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to contract with the RCMC the following road projects:

1.  Place a 180# bituminous overlay on Wildwood Drive from Youngman Road to Debbie Drive (.40 miles x 20’ wide) for $21,533.00
2.  Install type B-2 concrete curb and gutter at the intersection of Wildwood Drive and Youngman Road and pave approach 140 linear ft. of concrete curb and gutter for $1,190.00 
for a total of $22,723.00. Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

The nine contracts with the RCMC total $114,228.00.  The Midwest Land Holdings portion is $12,666.00 leaving a Township total of $101,562.00.
A draft of Ordinance # 28 was sent to Attorney John Lohrstorfer to revise.  Mr. Tom Faussett felt it came back too difficult to enforce and understand.  The committee will look it over and discuss this later.
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to have the following wording placed on the August 5, 2008 Primary Ballot:  

Shall the tax limitation on general ad valorem taxes within Eureka Charter Township imposed under Article IX, Section 6 of the Michigan Constitution, be renewed for said Township by one half (1/2) mill ($1.00 per $1,000 of taxable value) for the period of 2009 through 2012 inclusive for road maintenance, repair, and construction; and shall the Township levy such renewal in millage for said purpose for an estimated $63,705.00 annually?                                                                       Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.
Mrs. Shears moved, with a second by Mr. Zayler to rent a U Lock storage unit, size 8’ x 16’, from Brad’s Services Inc. for $45.00 per month for 4 months to store office equipment and supplies from the Eureka Township Hall.  A truck will be provided if needed.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried. Supervisor Lillie asked for volunteers to help with the move. 
Supervisor Lillie will be arranging a town hall meeting with Eureka Township and the City of Greenville to discuss the online transportation survey issued by the Greater Greenville Transportation Coalition.  Projected dates are June 10, 11, or 12 for the meeting.  Any Board members available are urged to attend.

Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to approve a resolution to list the Eureka Township Treasurer and Deputy Treasurer as users for the online banking service for Eureka Township, giving them permission to look up banking information concerning the Township. Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to approve Zahnen Truck Service & Equipment to install safety reflectors now, that will be required beginning January 1, 2009, to the fire truck for $450.00.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.
Supervisor Lillie gave a report about the recent grass fire on M-91 when the running board on the Eureka fire truck was torn off.  Zahnen Truck Service will repair it for $373.00.  Lillie will check with City manager George Bosanic to see who is responsible for paying for the repair; the City of Greenville, Eureka Township, or both.

Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mrs.    Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.
There was discussion about installing emergency sirens in Eureka Township.  The sirens would be heard for a mile and activated by the County.  Suggested sites were at the intersection of Harlow and Youngman Roads and at Carson City and Satterlee Roads.  The Board will discuss this again when the cost for this project is available.

Supervisor Lillie volunteered to attend the next City Council Meeting on May 20, 2008.

There was some discussion about the installation of four dry hydrants in Eureka Township.  The suggested locations were at Stakes, Youngman, and Johnson Roads all south of Baker Road, and at River Road.  This will be brought up again at a later meeting.
During the May 10 Cleanup Day, the Township collected $312.00 for the scrap metal.  A big thank you to Rod Roy and Bob and Michael Mulholland for their help.

Lillie reported that the Rydahl Gravel Pit has been sold and said the new owner would like to meet with him and Mr. Duane Putnam to discuss ideas for the development of the property.  More information will be available next month.

During the second Public Comment, Mayor Snow suggested a Tuesday in May for the Board and City Council to meet together for a picture with the new fire truck.  Mr. Lillie will check into what the old fire tender is worth.
Clerk Ruwersma announced that the Affidavit of Identity and Nominating Petitions are available for the August Primary Election with May 13, 2008, 4:00 pm as the deadline for filing with the Clerk. 
Trustee Laura Shears announced she is running for the position of Eureka Township Supervisor.  Trustees Brian Zayler and Rod Roy announced their running for a Trustee position and Clerk Ruwersma also announced she is seeking re-election for the Clerk position.

Mr. Lillie adjourned the meeting at approximately 8:55 pm.
