 EUREKA CHARTER TOWNSHIP BOARD MINUTES

MONDAY, MAY 14, 2007
Supervisor Les Lillie at the Eureka Township Hall, 9322 S. Greenville Road, Greenville, MI, called the Regular Meeting of the Eureka Charter Township Board to order on May 14, 2007, at 7:00 p.m.  After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call found the following Board Members present:  Supervisor Les Lillie, Clerk Linda Ruwersma, Treasurer Cindy Hanson, Trustees Rodney Roy, Laura Shears, Robert Mulholland, and Amilio Kalmeta.  These minutes will not be approved until the June 11, 2007 Board Meeting.  Approximately 18 others were in attendance.  
During the first Public Comment, County Commissioner Dan Petersen gave an update on some County issues.  He reported that the Commission approved taking over issuing Building Permits temporarily for Eureka Township.  Discussion issue:  The station workers at Grattan Academy will not accept most types of plastics and if the Township doesn’t collect more paper and plastic products for recycling, the pick up station at Grattan Academy will be eliminated.  Dan will check into this recycling issue.
The Regular Board Meeting Minutes from April 9, 2007, were approved as written along with the April 9 Election Minutes.  The minutes from the two special meetings held April 17, 2007, and April 23, 2007, were both approved as written. The Treasurer’s Report was approved as submitted, indicating an ending balance of $603,989.03 as of April 30, 2007.    

Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to pay the monthly bills with check numbers 9787-9832, totaling $32,235.04.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.  

A Building report showed 112.75 hours for the Building Department, 96.25 hours for zoning and planning, and 44.5 hours for code enforcement by Mr. Gary Stump for the month of April.  Mr. Stump has retired from Eureka Township as of April 30, 2007, after many years of faithful service. 
Deputy Kevin Germain, Deputy Rob McVey, and Sgt. Mark Bellinger were assigned to Eureka Township for the month of April.  The sheriff report showed a total of 2,556 patrol miles, with 204.5 patrol hours, 47 traffic stops, 25 traffic citations, 48 property inspections, and 3 arrests.  A fire report showed a total of 7 calls for the month of April. The Greenville Transit report was also given showing 495 rides for the month in Eureka Township.  Eureka Township has budgeted $1,000.00 a month for the Transit until December 2007.
Representative Ann Roberts gave the Flat River Library report from the April 11, 2007 Meeting.  Penal fines were $45,435.90 for the month of March.  The Township Board will now be able to receive the unapproved Library Minutes six days after their meeting and an approved copy the following month.  Representative Cindy Lillie was also present.
During the Planning Commission report, Trustee Rod Roy explained that the Planning Commission Board is working on getting more information from MTA on definitions to get words drafted up for legal documents concerning zoning changes.  Variances for driveways were also discussed.
The next Montcalm Township Association Meeting/Dinner hosted by Pierson and Maple Valley Townships will be held Tuesday, May 15, 2007, at 7:00 pm.  
At the April meeting, Richard Ensing, a representative from the Wildwood Association, requested a light at the corner of Wildwood and Youngman Roads.  The Board decided in the past it would be too expensive to have the light installed.  Mr. Lillie has been checking into this and did not get a definite answer on the cost. A letter from Diana Jones was read in opposition to the installation of the light.  A petition was presented with signatures of 13 residents from Wildwood Estates opposing the light.  Wildwood President Harold Dines was the spokesman for the many in the audience in favor of the light.  He stressed it was for safety reasons along with some others.  There are approximately 50 houses in the district.  After more research, Supervisor Lillie will bring this issue up again next month.
Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mr. Kalmeta to contract the following six contracts with the RCMC for the 2007 Construction season for a total of $80,485.00:  
1. Place a 250# Bituminous mat on Satterlee Road and Station Road from West County Line Road east around curve to existing pavement (1.3 mile x 28’ wide) for a township total of $4,706.00.
2. Place a 165# Bituminous overlay on Eastern Avenue (1,150’ long x 19’ paved width) and the certified portions of Fairway Drive (300’ long x 19’ paved width) and Middleton Drive (225’ x 19’ paved width) for a total of $18,300.00.
3. Remove and replace existing curb and gutter and place a 250# Bituminous approach (100’ long) with valley gutters at intersection of Station Road at Satterlee Road, splitting the cost with the Road Commission, for a township total of 3,249.00. 

4. Ditch and sand lift Johnson Road between Wise Road and Harlow Road (0.75 mile x 30’ grade width), for a township total of $26,370.00.

5. Place a 165# Bituminous overlay with valley gutters on River Road south of Snows Lake Road (.38 mile x 20’ wide) for a total of $18,427Three road project total 46,160.00.  6. Place a 180# Bituminous overlay with valley gutters on River Road from Baker Road north to the bridge (.13 mile x varied width) for a total of $9,433.00.

Ayes:  7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears for Montcalm County to take over issuing Building Permits temporarily for Eureka Township.  This will be renewable every 30 days beginning Monday, May 21, 2007.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.
Resumes for the vacant positions were discussed.  A Special Meeting is scheduled for Monday, June 4, 2007 to interview Scott Minard and Thomas Faussett for the Building Department Position for Eureka Township.  
At the second Public Comment there was a request for Deputy Kevin Germain’s name to be placed on the Sheriff sign in front of Eureka Township.  Trustee Shears will take care of this.
The Township Cleanup Day scheduled for Saturday, May 12, 2007, from 9:00 am to   3:00 pm was a huge success.  Three dumpsters from Knight Transfer Services were located at the Township Hall for large waste items.  A dumpster from Greenville Steel collected the metal for a profit for the Township.  The next Clean up Day is scheduled for Saturday, September 15, 2007.
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mr. Kalmeta to allow Mr. Stump to purchase the wooden shelving unit from his home office for $83.07 which is half of the purchase price.   Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried. 

The Board approved to allow Nicole Lillie to use the Township Hall for a baby shower Saturday, June 30, 2007.
Appreciation letters were read and signed for Mr. Gary Stump and Mr. Randy Beard on their resignation from various Township positions.
Mr. Lillie adjourned the meeting at approximately 9:17 pm.
