 EUREKA CHARTER TOWNSHIP BOARD MINUTES

MONDAY, JUNE 11, 2007
Supervisor Les Lillie at the Eureka Township Hall, 9322 S. Greenville Road, Greenville, MI, called the Regular Meeting of the Eureka Charter Township Board to order on June 11, 2007, at 7:00 p.m.  After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call found the following Board Members present:  Supervisor Les Lillie, Clerk Linda Ruwersma, Treasurer Cindy Hanson, Trustees Rodney Roy, Robert Mulholland, and Amilio Kalmeta.  Trustee Laura Shears arrived late at 7:10 pm.  These minutes will not be approved until the July 9, 2007 Board Meeting. Approximately nine others were in attendance.  
During the first Public Comment, Mark Lehman stated how the City was interested in blending services with Eureka Township concerning the Building Department. 
The Regular Board Meeting Minutes from May 14, 2007, were approved as written along with the June 4 Special Meeting Minutes.  The Treasurer’s Report was approved as submitted, indicating an ending balance of $622,140.29 as of May 31, 2007.  
Trustee Shears arrived at this time.   

Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to pay the monthly bills with check numbers 9833-9873, totaling $44,323.77.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.  

There was no Building report. Deputy Kevin Germain, Deputy Stephanie Clark, and Sgt. Mark Bellinger were assigned to Eureka Township for the month of May.  The sheriff report showed a total of 2,886 patrol miles, with 273 patrol hours, 28 traffic stops, 14 traffic citations, 59 property inspections, and 3 arrests.  A fire report showed a total of 1 call for the month of May. The Greenville Transit report was also given showing 423 rides for the month in Eureka Township.  Eureka Township has budgeted $1,000.00 a month for the Transit until December 2007.
Representative Ann Roberts gave the Flat River Library report from the May 16, 2007 Meeting.  Penal fines were $42,080.27 for the month of April.  Friends of the Library earned $2,200.00 from the Spring Book Sale.  Each Board Member now receives the unapproved minutes from the Flat River Library monthly meeting.
During the Planning Commission report, Trustee Rod Roy explained that Candace Larkin will have the Zoning Ordinance Book typed and ready for the public soon.  Assessor Linda Miller has been working on updating the zoning map and it now represents all changes made as of June 6, 2007.
The next Montcalm Township Association Meeting/Dinner hosted by Cato and Belvidere Townships will be held Tuesday, June 19, 2007, at 7:00 pm at the Church of the Gentle Shepherd.  
Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to approve issuing a temporary activities permit to Melrose Pyrotechnics in Smyrna to administer a fireworks display at Klackle Orchard on July 3, 2007.  Motion carried.

Supervisor Lillie gave a fire tanker update and will have more information next month.  He also reported that the Burgess Lake Sewer issue died for lack of support.  A Special Assessment will be issued to the residents of Burgess Lake for the exploratory costs.

At the April meeting, Richard Ensing, a representative from the Wildwood Association, requested a light at the corner of Wildwood and Youngman Roads.  This was discussed at the May meeting and will be brought to a vote this evening.
Mrs. Shears moved, with a second by Mrs. Hanson for Trustee Mulholland to abstain from voting on this issue because he is a resident and member of the Wildwood Association.  Motion carried.

Mrs. Shears moved, with a second by Mrs. Ruwersma to approve installing a street light with a shield in the Wildwood subdivision, near Wildwood and Youngman Roads, at a cost not to exceed $1,500.00.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 0. Abstain: 1, Mulholland. Motion carried.
Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Kalmeta to purchase a microwave for the Hall not to exceed $100.00.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.
Trustee Roy stated that each tornado warning siren would cost $4, 000.00 and the computer system about $25,000.00.  Supervisor Lillie will check with the County about applying for a grant.

Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Roy for the Clerk and Treasure to replenish the petty cash up to $200.00 if needed during the month.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.
Mrs. Shears moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to have all bills, tax payments, and correspondence be addressed to the Township Hall address of 9322 S. Greenville Road.  Motion carried.

There was nothing said at the Second Public Comment.

The Township check made out to GVSU for a water shed project for $500.00 was returned due to lack of interest in the project.

Mr. Stump turned in some receipts and all mileage, phone, and internet service records missing from his 2004 reimbursement sheets.  The Board agreed to waive the missing receipts from 2004, as this was when Mr. Stump was having eye surgery and it was so long ago.
Mr. Rydahl is going to Bankruptcy Court on June 28, 2007.  A letter was read from Mr. Tom Faussett thanking the Board for his interview with the Township Board June 4, 2007.  
A copy of the Montcalm County Address Ordinance was distributed with potential changes.  The County would like to hear comments from the Board by August 6, 2007, concerning the changes.
Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mrs. Ruwersma for Eureka Township to absorb the bill for $300.00 to Mullendore & Thrall for professional services rendered regarding Dillon & Ruth, LLC on November 28, 2006.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 1, Trustee Mulholland. Motion carried. 

The Board approved to allow Nicole Lillie to use the Township Hall for a baby shower on Sunday, July 1, 2007, instead of Saturday, June 30, 2007. Another request was approved for the hall to be used for a shower on Saturday, June 30, 2007.
Mr. Lillie adjourned the meeting at approximately 8:45 pm.
