  EUREKA CHARTER TOWNSHIP BOARD MINUTES

MONDAY, AUGUST 13, 2007
Supervisor Les Lillie at the Eureka Township Hall, 9322 S. Greenville Road, Greenville, MI, called the Regular Meeting of the Eureka Charter Township Board to order on August 13, 2007, at 7:00 p.m.  After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call found the following Board Members present:  Supervisor Les Lillie, Treasurer Cindy Hanson, Trustees Rodney Roy, Amilio Kalmeta, Laura Shears, and Robert Mulholland.  These minutes will not be approved until the September 10, 2007 Board Meeting.  Approximately 11 others were in attendance including Councilmember Joyce London, Representative Judy Emmons, and Commissioner Dan Petersen. The meeting was not taped because of a faulty recorder.
Representative Judy Emmons was introduced and she handed out Citizen Guides and new Michigan maps.  There was much discussion about townships sending services to the county level, the State’s Revenue and Budget, and the fact that people are moving out of Michigan at a greater rate than people are moving into Michigan.
During the first Public Comment Dave Reister asked if the Cleanup Day ad could be placed in the South Buyline.
The Regular Board Meeting Minutes from July 9, 2007, were approved as written with the deletion of the words ‘cutting through Woodvale’ and the July 30 Special Meeting Minutes were also approved as written.  The Treasurer’s Report was approved as submitted, indicating an ending balance of $560,372.75 as of July 31, 2007.    

Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to pay the monthly bills with check numbers 9932-9980, totaling $29,819.93.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.  
There was no Building Report given for the month of July.  The County will be taking over the duties of the Building Department beginning on August 20.  The Board would still like a building report from Scott Minard each month.

Deputies Kevin Germain, Rob McVey, and Stephanie Clark were assigned to Eureka Township for the month of July.  The sheriff report showed a total of 3,762 patrol miles, with 330 patrol hours, 35 traffic stops, 9 traffic citations, 73 property inspections, and 3 arrests.  A fire report showed a total of 6 calls for the month of July.  

During the Flat River Library report, Representative Ann Roberts reported that the alley east of the Library will be paved by the City.  New Board members were chosen as follows:  President Vanessa Marr, Vice President Ann Roberts, Secretary David Meyers, and Treasurer Jim Beckman.
Two Transit reports showed 369 rides for June and 344 rides for July.

During the Planning Commission report, Trustee Rod Roy informed the Board that the Planning Commission in working on the language for light manufacturing and also for kennels in Eureka Township.
Mr. Tom Faussett has accepted the two positions of Zoning Administrator and Code Enforcement Officer for Eureka Township.  He has been working on the Master Plan to see that it is consistent with the ordinances and has completed all aerial photos of Eureka Township.  Tom reported that he has made several new forms and is working on a driveway ordinance and home based business ordinance.  
The next Montcalm Township Association Meeting/Dinner hosted by Eureka and Sidney Townships will be held at Heritage Village on Tuesday, August 21, 2007 at 7:00 pm. The speaker will be Senator Alan Cropsey.
Mr. Phil Saurman was present to discuss the 2006 Audit with the Board.  He discussed the audit page by page and explained the new accounting rules and standards.  Two problems with the audit were concerning the financial preparation statement and the Building Department.  Both will be taken care of.  Otherwise the audit procedure was good.  The Treasurer and Clerk have signed a letter approving the budget and a final draft of the audit will be issued soon.
Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to pass a resolution allowing Treasurer Hanson to invest the current tax collection with the Michigan CLASS Investment Pool. Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

A Public Hearing for the Truth-in-Taxation Meeting was set for Monday, September 10, 2007, during the Regular September Meeting.  The maximum allowable millage rate for 2007 is 2.2933.

Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to purchase a cell phone to be used by Mr. Tom Faussett to assist him with his duties as Code Enforcement Officer and Zoning Administrator for safety reasons.  Eureka Township will own the phone and take care of the monthly bills.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.  Mr. Roy volunteered to draft up a phone policy and present it at the September meeting.  Supervisor Lillie will work with Mr. Faussett on the purchase of the phone this week.
A proposed Burning Ordinance for Eureka Township was distributed for the Board to look at.  A Public Hearing will be set at the September meeting.
Mrs. Shears moved, with a second by Mrs. Hanson for the Township to get a total of two bids for the architecture of the hall.  Trustee Shears volunteered to get another bid.   Ayes:  7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Mr. Faussett handed out a Planning and Zoning Fee Schedule with proposed changes for the Board to review.
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to set a Public Hearing for Monday, September 10, 2007, during the Regular September Meeting to entertain Public Comment concerning the Proposed Amendments to Land Division and Lot Line Adjustment Ordinance # 78 and to discuss changing the fee for lot line adjustments.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mrs. Hanson to approve the purchase of a projector, laptop, and programs for Planning Commission use with a cap at $2,000.00.  Ayes: 6. Nays: 1, Mulholland.  Motion carried.
During the second Public Comment, Commissioner Dan Petersen reported that the County approved to take over the Building Department responsibilities for Eureka Township beginning August 20, 2007.
A thank you note was read from Dwight Wilsey concerning the paving of Satterlee and Station Roads.  Recycling information was handed out along with a map of corners completed from the Montcalm Remonumentation Program.  The Board will decide on which corners to have completed next month.  Mr. Tim Rozelle will be present next month to discuss the Employer’s 457 Deferred Compensation Plan.
Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Kalmeta to approve the purchase of three office chairs with adjustable arms and backs for a capped total of $500.00 for all three chairs.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried. 

Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mr. Kalmeta to send three Board Members to the September District Meetings @ $75.00 each for a total of $225.00.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried. 

Mrs. Shears moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to go into Closed Session at 10:02 pm to discuss the purchase of property.  The Closed Session was ended at 10:16 pm.

Mr. Lillie adjourned the meeting at approximately 10:17 pm.
