  EUREKA CHARTER TOWNSHIP BOARD MINUTES

MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 10, 2007
Supervisor Les Lillie at the Eureka Township Hall, 9322 S. Greenville Road, Greenville, MI, called the Regular Meeting of the Eureka Charter Township Board to order on September 10, 2007, at 7:00 p.m.  After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call found the following Board Members present:  Supervisor Les Lillie, Clerk Linda Ruwersma, Treasurer Cindy Hanson, Trustees Rodney Roy and Robert Mulholland. Trustees Amilio Kalmeta and Laura Shears were late arriving at 7:22 pm and 7:25 pm respectively.  These minutes will not be approved until the October 8, 2007 Board Meeting.  Approximately 13 others were in attendance including Greenville City Councilmember John Hoppough. The meeting was audio taped.
No comments were made at the first Public Comment.
The Regular Board Meeting Minutes from August 13, 2007, were approved as written with the addition of Clerk Linda Ruwersma being present for the meeting and a typo on the second page, first paragraph,  changing “in” to “is”.. The August 13 Closed Session Minutes were also approved along with the Joint Session Minutes from September 4, 2007.  The Treasurer’s Report was approved as submitted, indicating an ending balance of $534,578.62 as of August 31, 2007.
Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to pay the monthly bills with check numbers 9984-10025, totaling $193,648.31.  Ayes: 5. Nays: 0. Motion carried.  
There was no Building Report available for the month of August.  

Deputies Kevin Germain and Stephanie Clark and Sergeant Brian Waber were assigned to Eureka Township for the month of August.  The sheriff report showed a total of 2,164 patrol miles, with 211 patrol hours, 16 traffic stops, 12 traffic citations, 17 property inspections, and 6 arrests.  A fire report showed a total of 6 calls for the month of August.  

During the Flat River Library report, Representative Ann Roberts reported that a Strategic Plan Committee is being formed at the Library.
No Transit report was available for August.

During the Planning Commission report, Trustee Rod Roy informed the Board that the Planning Commission will be holding two Public Hearings at the September 19 meeting, one concerning kennels and the other to accept the zoning map as is.  Mr. Roy presented a cell phone policy that the Board will look over and discuss again next month.
Amilio Kalmeta arrived at 7:22 pm and Laura Shears arrived at 7:25 pm.

Mr. Tom Faussett reported that he began as Zoning Administrator on August 20 and has made several new forms for permit use.  Now the County will not issue a building permit to anyone in Eureka Township that does not have signed zoning approval from Mr. Faussett.
Mr. Tim Rozelle was present from Retirement Plan Advisors to answer any questions about the 401(k) plan for Eureka Township.

The next Montcalm Township Association Meeting/Dinner hosted by Evergreen and Crystal Townships will be held on Tuesday, September 18, 2007 at 7:00 pm. The speaker will be County Clerk Kris Millard.
At approximately 7:30 pm the Truth-in-Taxation Public Hearing was opened to entertain public comment on the proposed millage rate for 2007.  Supervisor Lillie explained the millage for the year concerning the maximum levy.  The hearing was closed at 7:31 pm.
Mrs. Hanson moved with a second by Mr. Roy to set the millage at 2.2933 mills, (.8073 for permanent operating, 1.0000 for police protection, and .4860 for roads.)  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

At 7:32 pm the Land Division and Lot Line Adjustment Ordinance Public Hearing was opened to entertain public comment on the three revisions and typo for Ordinance #78 and also a requested change in the fee schedule.  The hearing was closed at 7:40 pm.

Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to approve the three proposed changes and typo for Ordinance #78. Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried. 
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mrs. Hanson to change the fee schedule to option #1 which would be the same as for land division which would be $60.00 for the base filing fee plus $30.00 per additional parcel involved.  Ayes:  5. Nays: 2, Ruwersma and Shears. Motion carried.

Mrs. Ruwersma moved with a second by Mr. Kalmeta to purchase 2 corners from the Montcalm County Remonumentation Program for $700.00 per corner for a total of $1,400.00.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.  With the free corners from the past and what the State will match the Board picked out the following for completion in 2008: E10, E11, E12, F10, F11, and F12.

At 8:00 pm Robert Andrus from Andrus Architecture gave a prospectus for the Township Addition.  At 8:20 pm Kevin Eidson from W. L. Perry Associates also gave a prospectus. 
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mrs. Ruwersma to hire Andrus Architecture for the planning of the Township addition.  Ayes: 5. Nays: 2, Roy and Hanson. Motion carried. 

A new proposed Burning Ordinance for Eureka Township was distributed to the Board.  After much discussion it was decided to revisit this next month.
Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to approve a road contract with the RCMC to paint centerline and edge lines on several roads and thermoplastics on Satterlee Road in Eureka Township for a total of $5,471.00. Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.
Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears to advertise in the Daily News for trees to be cleaned up at Eureka Township Cemetery.  Motion carried.
Mr. Roy moved, with a second by Mrs. Shears for Supervisor Lillie to hire who he feels would be the best choice to do the tree work in the cemetery from the ad responses. Motion carried.
During the second Public Comment, Deb Carnahan reminded residents about the recycling at the hall on the second Tuesday of the month.  A trailer will be parked at the Hall on September 11, instead of at Grattan Academy.  Cleanup Day is scheduled for Saturday, September 15, 2007, from 9:00 am to 3:00 pm.  Four dumpsters will be parked in the Township Hall parking lot for residents only.
Mrs. Shears moved, with a second by Mr. Roy to approve the purchase of three office chairs with adjustable arms and backs for an additional $250.00 for a capped total of $750.00 for all three chairs.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried. 

Mr. Lillie adjourned the meeting at approximately 9:50 pm.
