SPECIAL JOINT MEETING AND PUBLIC HEARING MINUTES

WEDNESDAY, JANUARY 31, 2007
Eureka Charter Township and the City of Greenville held a Special Joint Meeting and Public Hearing at the Greenville Community Center, 900 E. Kent Road, Greenville, MI, on Wednesday, January 31, 2007, 7:00 pm.
