Consider whether the item you are throwing
into the trash can be recycled. On the
scheduled day, bring your cleaned materials
to the recycle center in your area. Locations
and hours are listed in this brochure.
Attendants will be at the locations to accept
items. Glass must be separated from all other
items due to a safety hazard.

What Can You Recycle?

Paper

This includes newspapers,
office paper, magazines,
corrugated cardboard boxes,
etc.

Glass
This includes any type of clear
household bottles or jars.

NOTE: We are unable to
accept ceramics.

Please separate glass from other items!

Metal

Tin cans, aluminum and other metals, g
up to two feet in length, will be

accepted at the recycle centers. N
