Charlie explained attorney/client privilege and that we will  
 not give out copies.  Dan was an At-will employee.  The board action was in 
 agreement with Michigan Law.  The attorney mentioned the new board can do  
 what they feel is appropriate.  Charlie also informed us the Michigan State Police  
 Department currently has an active investigation in regards to Dan Eller.

 Jerry Stone and Bob Naumann will work on a proposal for Board of Review  
 wages.

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 Charlie will work with Roger to develop a policy regarding downtown snow 
 removal.
