ORDINANCE NO. 2004-2
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE MONTCALM COUNTY JUNK AND RUBBISH ORDINANCE.

COUNTY OF MONTCALM, MICHIGAN ORDAINS:


Section 1.
Amendment of Section III.  The following definition appearing within Section III, entitled "Definitions," is hereby amended to read as follows:

Section III.
Definitions.


The term "junk" is defined as old metal, wood or any other material that because of being discarded, obsolete, or disrepair, is no longer practical to use.


Section 2.
Amendment of Section III.
The following definition is added at the end of Section III, entitled "Definitions," and is to read as follows:


Section III.
Definitions.

The term "fence" is defined as a vertical structure used to enclose a specific area without a roof and constructed of approved building materials that are of the same composition, color, texture, design, etc. to avoid being offensive to public view.


Section 3.
Amendment of Section IV.
Subsection IV.A.3. is hereby repealed in its entirety.  The currently existing Subsection IV.A.4. shall then be renumbered as Subsection IV.A.3.


Section 4.
Amendment of Section VI.
Section VI, entitled "Construction," is hereby amended in its entirety to read as follows:


Section VI.
Construction
This Ordinance shall apply to junk yards, salvage yards, garages, body or paint shops that are not regulated in a similar manner by a county municipality, or by the State of Michigan, or both. 

  
Section 5.
Severability.  The provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable, and if any clause, sentence, paragraph, section or subsection is declared to be void or ineffective for any reason, it shall not affect any other part or portion hereto.


Section 6.
Non-Repeal.  This Ordinance shall not be construed to repeal by implication any other Ordinance of the County pertaining to the same subject matter.


Section 7.
Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall take effect upon publication in a newspaper circulating within Montcalm County, Michigan.
