 EUREKA CHARTER TOWNSHIP BOARD MINUTES

MONDAY, APRIL 23, 2007
Supervisor Les Lillie at the Eureka Township Hall, 9322 S. Greenville Road, Greenville, MI, called the Special Meeting of the Eureka Charter Township Board to order on Monday, April 23, 2007, at 7:30 p.m.  After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call found the following Board Members present:  Supervisor Les Lillie, Clerk Linda Ruwersma, Treasurer Cindy Hanson, Trustees Rodney Roy, Laura Shears, Robert Mulholland, and Amilio Kalmeta.  These minutes will not be approved until the May 14, 2007 Board Meeting.  Others present were Planning Commission Members Candace Larkin, Mike Blanding, Joyce Sage, and Duane Putnam, Secretary Deb Carnahan, Assessor Linda Miller, Scott Minard, Brad Harrington, and a Daily News reporter.  

Reason for the Special Meeting is to discuss the options discussed at the Special Meeting held April 17, 2007, concerning the letter of resignation from Zoning Administrator Gary Stump dated and effective Friday, April 13, 2007.
There was much discussion about surrounding townships and the different methods of code enforcement.  Keeping the Building Department Inspector at a local level, the Township will be able to keep the same inspectors.  If Eureka Township turns the department over to the County then the County will take care of the inspections.  At this time, residents in Eureka Township pay almost twice as much as other townships in Montcalm County for building permits.
During the discussion period Supervisor Lillie reviewed the 3 options given to the Board Members at the Special Meeting which read as follows:

1) Turn the building permit responsibilities over to the County and hire a Zoning Official for code enforcement

2) Hire another Building, Zoning, Planning Code Official

3) Hire a private company to take care of the building responsibilities and hire a Zoning Official for code enforcement

Interest in the previous positions was submitted by Imperial Municipal Services, Mr. Doug Dodd, Professional Code Inspections of Michigan, and Scott Minard.  These were all discussed.

Mrs. Hanson moved, with a second by Mr. Mulholland to run an ad in the Daily News for the following three positions: 1) Building Department Official, 2) Code Enforcement Officer, and 3) Planning and Zoning Administrator.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Mrs. Shears moved, with a second by Mr. Kalmeta for Mr. Scott Minard to approach the Montcalm County Board of Commissioners to see if the County would contract with the Township for the building department duties until the Township hires a replacement for Mr. Stump, with the contract being renewable every 30 days. Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.
Mr. Mulholland moved, with a second by Mr. Roy for Supervisor Lillie to give Mr. Stump a list of items purchased by the Township for Mr. Stump’s use dating back to January, 2004, to either be reimbursed for or returned.  Ayes: 7. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Mr. Lillie adjourned the meeting at approximately 8:53 pm.
